CHARACTERISTICS OF WORK

With minimal supervision, this position is responsible for conducting laboratory testing and sampling of materials
for maintenance and construction, preparation of reports and test results and other related or assigned tasks.

MINiMUM REQUIREMENTS

Theeducational equivalentto a diploma from an accredited high school. Knowledge of specifications and highway
construction materials. Working knowledge of testing procedures. Certification in Basic Aggregate testing plus
one of the following: Soils/Earthwork, Asphalt Plant and Field Testing, Portland Cement Concrete Testing, or
Portland Cement Concrete Strength Testing by the Technician Program at the Mack-Blackwell Rural Transpor-
tation Study Center, or equivalent certification. Must obtain one additional of the aforementioned certifications
within one year of hire. Failure to obtain the certification within the allotted time period may result in demotion
or immediate termination. Working knowledge of the use of Microsoft Word, Excel and Outlook. Ability to lift and
carry 50 pounds.
