CONSPICUITY MATERIAL IN A CONTINUOUS LINE ON THE FACE OF THE
TRAILER. WHEN PLACED ON OR ADJACENT TO THE SHOULDER AND NOT
BEHIND A POSITIVE BARRIER, THESE DEVICES SHALL BE DELINEATED BY
PLACING FIVE (5) TRAFFIC DRUMS, EQUALLY SPACED ALONG THE TRAFFIC
SIDE OF THE DEVICE.

8. DIMENSIONS SHOWN FOR RAISED PAVEMENT MARKERS ARE TYPICAL. THE
CONTRACTOR MAY SUBSTITUTE SIMILAR MARKERS WITH THE APPROVAL
