This bridge is in good condition and is still being used for vehicular 
traffic. Recent road construction and drainage improvements at the 
bridge has completely covered both spandrel walls with fill material 
up to the parapets. The road deck and wing walls are the only bridge 
features currently visible. 

Two span, masonry arch bridge. 

The Jenny Lind Bridge was built under the authority of the Federal 
Government's Works Projects Administration. 

The Jenny Lind Bridge is one of eight known masonry arch bridges 
in Arkansas. It is a good example of WPA bridge construction in the 
state.

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STRUCTURAL SYSTEMS 

This bridge uses coursed Ashlar masonry in its construction. Recent road construction 

activity at the bridge has completely covered both spandrel walls with fill material up to the parapets. 

It is not possible to make an accurate description of the bridge at this time. 

DIMENSIONS 

This bridge is 30 feet long with two arch spans each measuring 13 feet.
