Crouse Construction Company of Harrison, Arkansas, was awarded the contract at $1,116,776.02. 
      “The new bridge will replace an existing bridge that crosses the West Fork White River,” stated 
Barnett. 
     Barnett said work could begin on the project in six to eight weeks, weather permitting.  Completion is 
expected in late 2009. 
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
