ARKANSAS HIGHWAY COMMISSION APPROVES BID FOR IMPROVEMENTS  
IN CRITTENDEN COUNTY  

 
LITTLE ROCK (11-4) - The Arkansas State Highway Commission approved a bid for improvements 
to roadways in Crittenden County, according to Arkansas State Highway and Transportation 
Department (AHTD) officials.  
 
The purpose of the project is to reconstruct 1 mile of Ingram Boulevard and Southland Drive in 
West Memphis. The work will be performed on Ingram Boulevard, just north of Southland Gaming 
and Racing. It will then extend down Southland Drive.   
 
APAC-Tennessee, Inc. of  Memphis, Tennessee was awarded the contract at $2,254,564.31.   
 
Construction is scheduled to begin in two to four weeks, weather permitting. The project should be 
complete by fall 2014.
