LITTLE ROCK (9-23) – Improvements to Highway 49 will require a lane closure on the 
Helena Bridge over the Mississippi River, according to Arkansas State Highway and 
Transportation Department (AHTD) officials.

This will reduce traffic to one lane. Traffic will be controlled using warning signs, barrels, 
and flaggers. Wide loads will not be allowed during this time. 
 
The lane closures will begin Monday, September 23rd and continue until Friday, October 
11th.  They will only take place between 6:30 a.m. and 5:00 p.m., weekdays, weather 
permitting.
