LITTLE ROCK (4-22) - The Arkansas State Highway Commission approved a bid for improvements 
to a roadway in Randolph County, according to Arkansas State Highway and Transportation 
Department (AHTD) officials.  
 
The purpose of the project is to resurface 2 miles of Highway 115 (Mansker Drive) at Pocahontas. 
The work will extend north from Highway 90 (North Thomasville Street) to Highway 251.   
 
Atlas Asphalt, Inc. of Batesville, Arkansas was awarded the contract at $270,297.96.     
 
Construction is scheduled to begin in two to four weeks, weather permitting. The project should be 
complete this spring.
