LITTLE ROCK (3-5) - The Arkansas State Highway Commission approved a bid for improvements 
to a roadway in Crittenden County, according to Arkansas State Highway and Transportation 
Department (AHTD) officials.  
 
The purpose of the project is to resurface 2.9 miles of Highway 77 at Jericho. The work extends 
from just north of Adams Road in Jericho to Fifteen Mile Bayou in Marion. 
 
APAC-Tennessee of Memphis, Tennessee was awarded the contract at $813,700.90.    
 
Construction is scheduled to begin in two to four weeks, weather permitting. The project should be 
complete this spring.
